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HOMELESS VETERANS PROJECT

The American Legion Auxiliary Unit 13 has been working very closely with Denna Green-Corbett,
MSW, Homeless Case Manager for the VA, with regard to helping our homeless veterans set up house
once they have qualified for VA benefits, and met strict requirements, requirements which must be meton a
regular basis or they are back on the street. These Veterans go into housing with very little items other than
the clothes they are wearing and, therefore, need allthe necessary basics, i.e., food, furniture, dishes, cook­

ware, eating and cooking utensils, towels, sheets, pillows, window treatments; blankets, simple decorating
items, etc. Clothing is not needed as much as the other items due to all the clotbingthat has been donated.

Denna has 25 of th~ men and women veterans that she is working with. Of those 25, 11 have
completed personalized questionnaires that we provided in order to better provide. each one with items that
he/she would actually need or use including what they consider the most needed to items that would be con­
sidered a luxury, i.e., matylzlnes, hobby-type items, etc. Some, to this datestiII only have only one towel,
sleeping on the floor, rationing one canof soup, etq.
