THE ORIGINS OF VETERANS DAY

In 1921, an unknown World War | American soldier was buried in Arlington National Cemetery. This site, on a
hillside overlooking the Potomac River and the city of Washington, became the focal point of reverence for
Americads veterans.

Similar ceremonies occurred earlier in England and France, where an unknown soldier was buried in each na-

tionds highest place of honor (in England, Westminste

gestures all took place on November 11, giving universal recognition to the celebrated ending of World War |
fighting at 11 a.m., November 11, 1918 (the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month). The day became
known as OArmistice Dayaod.

Armistice Day officially received its name in America in 1926 through a Congressional resolution. It became a
national holiday 12 years later by similar Congressional action. If the idealistic hope had been realized that

On Memorial Day 1958, two more unidentified American war dead were brought from overseas and interred in
the plaza beside the unknown soldier of World War I. One was killed in World War Il, the other in the Korean
War. In 1973, a law passed providing interment of an unknown American from the Vietham War, but none was
found for several years. In 1984, an unknown serviceman from that conflict was placed alongside the others. To
honor these men, symbolic of all Americans who gave their lives in all wars, an Army honor guard, the 3rd U.S.
Infantry (The Old Guard), keeps day and night vigil.

Family Endeavors is a Community Based Services
program, an organization that can provide assis-
tance when a veteran and/or family is down and
out. This program offers Homelessness Prevention
& Stabilization Services which include outreach,
case management, help in obtaining VA benefits,
emergency financial assistance and assistance in
obtaining and coordinating other public benefits.
Services are provided to :

1 Very low income Veteran families
1 Veterans facing eviction

1 Veterans currently homeless and scheduled to
move into housing within 90 days.

Family Endeavors , in its first year of operating
under a VA grant, is set to serve 850 veterans.
While this grant can assist with rental and electric
assistance, moving costs, and some household sup-
plies, there are many things we cannot assist with
that are very much needed.

He was cap-
tured by ISIS, however, and now may be be-
headed in retaliation of our bombing of Syria.

We also pray for Your continued guidance in
our pursuit of recovering the 1,641 soldiers still
classified as MIA. Operation Homecoming re-
covered some bodies, but this was stopped in
1975 when the communists took over South
Viet Nam. Subsequent negotiations reinstated
our recovery and about 900 bodies have been
recovered since 1975. As of September 13,
2014, there are still 1,641 classified as MIAs.

There is still some hope that some of these MI-
As may be found alive. An airman was shot
down in 1968, was declared MIA, and finally
was classified as KIA in 1976. A recovery team
found this airman in a small village in 2012.

He remembers virtually nothing prior to the

war, but remembers being shot down, being
brutally captured for 4 years, escaping and liv-
ing secretly in a small village ever since.

Every month we honor our POW/MIAs. We
now have some hope that at least a few of the

remaining 1,641 MIAs of the Viet Nam
War will be returned alive.

For as long as we have wars
And send our young to fight,
Some will not return.
