A ceremony will be held on Sunday, honoring the Four Chaplains who gave their lives on Feb. 3, 1943,
to save troops after their ship had been torpedoed. The USAT Dorchester was headed to Greenland
with 920 men aboard, when it was torpedoed and went down, carrying 668 men to their deaths in the
icy waters. The ship was listing and rapidly sinking in the darkness after being slammed by two tor-
pedo blasts. Panic. After all available hife jackets had been given to the men, the four chaplains each
gave their Iife jacket to save others. These four men have been honored nationally for their unselfish
deeds. Each February, we honor them with a very distinctive ceremony which recognizes only a few
for their caring.

The 2014 Florida Legislature authored the Florida Veterans Foundation to plan, design, and
construct a Florida Veterans Memorial and a Florida Veterans Walk of Honor on the Capitol
grounds in Tallahassee, FL.. State funding will not be used for this project. Fundraising pro-
grams to support this effort will be conducted by the Florida Veterans Foundation. These pro-
jects will allow the citizens of Florida to honor and perpetuate the memory of Florida veterans
of all times, both in war and peace. We must act now in order to ensure that the memory of our
veterans is not lost but will forever be preserved as a part of Florida’s history.

The Florida Veterans Foundation (FVF) is happy to report that on 12 November 2014, Gover-
nor Scott laid the first memorialized brick in the Florida Veterans’ Walk of Honor at the Capitol
in Tallahassee, Florida. This first brick was placed in honor of Lance Corporal Daniel Be.
Chairs, USMC, who gallantly gave his life for our country on 10-25-2006 while serving in Iraq.

The FVF has now started a fundraising effort by the sale of 4x8 inch engraved bricks and
3x1.5 inch mini-bricks which will provide funding to pay for construction. All funds raised in
excess of construction costs will be used by the FVF is support of its mission, which is to provide
emergency support to veterans and veterans families who are experiencing financial situations
which will develop into a catastrophic situation if not solved immediate. The Foundation’s goal
1s to solve veterans’ emergency situations within 24 to 48 hours after
receiving financial apphications. The FVF has been able to assist sev-
eral thousand veterans and their families since 2008. Almost all Foun-
dation personnel are volunteers, and retired or disabled veterans. The
Foundation is the direct support organization to the Florida Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs who provides support to Florida’s 1.5 million
military veterans and their families.

Since the Foundation does not receive any governmental financial
support, the Foundation must depend on the ability of our small staff
and the good hearts of our fellow Florida citizens to raise the required
financial funds to support our mission. More o come!
